South Lyons Township Sanitary District
Cook County, lllinois

AN ORDINANCE amending Ordinance 1989-6 entitled "AN
ORDINANCE establishing charges and rates for the South Lyons
Township Sanitary District, Cook County, lllinois, and providing for
the collection, regulation and operation of said sewerage system,"
and as heretofore amended by Ordinances 1989-8, 1990-3, 1991-3,
1992-3, 1993-1, 1994-1, 1995-1,1996-1, 1997-1 and 1998-1.

BE IT AND IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED by the Board of Trustees of the
South Lyons Township Sanitary District, Cook County, lllinois that Ordinance
1989-6 entitled, "An Ordinance establishing charges and rates for the use and
maintenance of the sewerage system of the South Lyons Township Sanitary
District, Cook County, lllinois, and providing for the collection, regulation and
operation of said sewerage system" be further amended as follows:

Section 1

ARTICLE I.
WASTEWATER SERVICE CHARGE

Sec. 7 Basic User Charge: There shall be and there is hereby established a
basic user charge of $1.095 per 1,000 gallons of metered water consumption to be
applied to all users to recover O,M & R costs.

Sec. 8 Debt Service Charge: There shall be and there is hereby established
a debt service charge of $0.462 per 1,000 gallons to each user of the wastewater
facility.

Sec. 9 Rates. All residential users of the wastewater facilities shall pay a
flat rate of $8.00 per month/per dwelling unit. The flat rate charge consists of
$5.63 for O, M & R costs and $2.37 for debt service costs. This rate is based on
an average water usage of 5,140 gallons per month/per dwelling unit.

All commercial, industrial, governmental and institutional users shall
pay $1.557 per 1,000 gallons of water used per month. This rate is based on
$1.095 for O, M & R costs and $0.462 for debt service costs.

The minimum sewer use rate for all users except governmental will
be $8.00 per month.



Section 2

Except as is hereby expressly amended, all the provisions of Ordinance 1989-6 as
amended shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 3
The invalidity of any section, clause, sentence or provision of this Ordinance shall
not effect the validity of any other part of this Ordinance which can be given effect
without such invalid part or parts.

Section 4

All ordinances and parts of ordinances not in conflict herewith shall remain in full
force and effect.

Section 5

This Ordinance shall be effective after its passage and approval and shall be in
force and take effect on June 1, 1994 after its publication as provided by law.

The purpose of a User Charge System (UCS) is to generate revenues from each user class
commensurate with the operation, maintenance and replacement (O,M & R) costs incurred by the
Sanitary district to provide such users with wastewater collection services. A user Charge System
is comprised of two elements: the legislative enactments (ordinances) and the

engineering/accounting data necessary to demonstrate the proportionality of the User Charge
System using a cost-rate-revenue relationship.
